PURPOSE

The intent of these standards is to provide stability to the airport, safeguard the public=s interest and ensure longevity of the economic investment in the airport.

These standards were developed in conformance with the Federal Aviation Administration Advisory Circular 150/5190-2A, Exclusive Rights at Airports. The following excerpt from the Advisory Circular provides the rationale for adoption of minimum standards:

The owner of a public airport developed or improved with the assistance of funds administered by the FAA (Federal Aviation Administration) assumes certain responsibilities, among them, the fair and reasonable terms without unjust discrimination.

The owner of a public airport can restrict the commercial use of the airport, or the solicitation of business thereon, based on nondiscriminatory standards. The owner may insist, in return for the privilege of conducting an aeronautical activity on the airport, that the person, firm or corporation selected must meet the standards established by the airport owner governing the quality and level of services that are offered to the public in connection with the conduct of a particular aeronautical activity on the airport.

Because the cost of meeting reasonable standards must be accepted as a normal business expense, no prudent operator will undertake the investment involved unless he foresees a volume of business that has not been fully developed. Thus, the use of reasonable standards, while safeguard​ing the public interest, has the additional effect of preserving the stability of an established business. Proper standards discourage the unqualified for the protection of both the established operator and the public.

COMPENSATION TO AIRPORT OWNERS

Airports are public facilities, much like highways. However, when commercial activities are conducted on airport facilities, the owner can expect to receive reasonable compensation from persons profiting from the use of that facility to help offset costs of operation, improvement and upkeep.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

Proposals to conduct commercial activities shall be submitted to the Airport Authority in writing. Information contained in the request should address each of the items listed on the applicable attachment and indicate how the proposed operator will meet those requirements. Supporting documentation such as financial reports, copies of licenses and certificates, letters of recommendations, site plans, and other relevant information should be included.

Proposals will be reviewed by the Airport Authority and a written response will be provided within forty-five days of receipt of the original proposal.

Persons desiring to conduct commercial activities on the airport should also consult the airport field rules, policies adopted for the airport, federal, state, and local laws and ordinances.

	REQUIREMENT

	Required Services
	! Aircraft Maintenance, including airframe & powerplant repairs.

! Fuel and lubricant sales (types and quantities to meet demand).

! Line Service (meet and service transient and based aircraft).

! Flight and ground instruction.

! Aircraft Rental (types of aircraft adequate to meet demand).

! Hangaring transient aircraft.

! Public access to phone.

! Public access to restroom.

! Sale of pilot supplies & publications.

! Emergency service and repairs.

	Hours of service
	8:00 am to sunset daily. May be closed on major holidays at the discretion of the airport owner.

	Staff
	Adequate and properly licensed staff with skills to conduct the activities proposed.

	Agreements
	! Commercial operating agreement with the airport owner.

! Lease agreement with airport.

	Financial
	Provide evidence satisfactory to the airport owner, of financial stability and means to perform the operations proposed.

	Hangar
	Minimum of 5,000 square feet.

	Ramp (aircraft parking)
	2,500 square feet.

	Lot Area
	At least 12 times the area of the hangar facility.

	Auto Parking
	Sufficient parking facility so as to not hamper airport operations or sufficient to accommodate employees and customers.

	Office Space
	800 square feet required to be located on airport premises.

	Classroom
	500 square feet minimum, properly ventilated, heated, with adequate restrooms, desks, chairs, etc to properly conduct ground instruction.

	Sanitary Facilities
	Facility must have adequate sanitary facilities and water.

	Public Telephone
	A public telephone must be available to pilots and their customers during hours of normal aviation activity.

	Weather Services
	Phone (for access to Flight Service) required plus area for flight planning .

	Site Plan
	Contemplated facility and area must conform with airport master plan.

	Fuel
	Adequate fuel facilities to meet public need.

	Insurance
	$10,000,000.00 liability with the airport owner, Oscoda-Wurtsmith Airport Authority, named as additional insured.

	Environmental
	Meet environmental standards for type of service offered.

	Other
	Meet all state, federal, and local rules, regulations. Codes, etc.
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
